壹、土地 
一、沿革 

本區早期為粵籍人士所開發，因此舊稱「新廣莊」，

有「新開墾的廣大平原」之意，而「神岡」與「新廣」的

粵語發音極為相似，後來由於閩人入墾，加上日久口誤，

而沿用「神岡」之名。另有一種說法是本區早期移民來自

廣東省嘉應州鎮平縣「神岡社」，故以家鄉地名稱之。  

明鄭時期，本區隸屬天興州。清康熙二十三年（西元

1684 年）施琅入臺後，設一府三縣，本區改隸諸羅縣。清

雍正元年（西元 1723 年），乃析諸羅中間百餘里之地，南

截虎尾，北抵大甲溪，設彰化縣治，本區歸彰化縣管轄，

為貓霧東捒東堡岸裡社番屬，土名「阿河巴莊」荒地。雍

正年間，有粵籍人士張達京入臺，以割地換水的方式與平

埔巴則海族岸裡大社訂立墾約，並組成「六館業戶」，大

事招佃墾荒，更集資開鑿葫蘆墩圳，引進大甲溪水，使荒

地變為良田。當時形成的村落有望樓（望寮）、社口（萬

興莊）、北庄、浮圳（紅圳頭）諸庄。  

清道光二十二年，神岡置莊，泉州人來此構居，於是

逐漸形成泉州人聚落。清光緒十三年（西元 1887 年）臺灣

建省，本區改隸臺灣縣。日治時期，日本把此地分為「神

岡」、「社口」、「三角仔」等三個區域。民國 9 年三區

合併改為「神岡庄」，隸屬臺中州豐原郡。民國 34 年臺灣

光復後改為「臺中縣豐原區神岡鄉」，民國 39 年撤廢區署

改稱「臺中縣神岡鄉」。民國 99 年 12 月 25 日臺中縣市合

併改稱「臺中市神岡區」至今。  

今岸裡里、大社里，為昔日平埔巴則海族岸裡大社主

要居住活動之處，有岸裡潘家古厝、大社教會等建築。社

口里之名，係因清朝漢族移民在岸裡大社入口處築屋成村
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，故稱為「社口」。社口「林家大夫第」，為四合院式巨

大古厝，左右有護龍，宅牆上之雕飾、繪畫皆甚美觀，已

列為三級古蹟。  

本區有「早期中部開發中心」之稱，先人入豐原、東

勢、后里等地開墾，都需經由本區，因此留下很多的古蹟

，這些文化資產，使得本區近年來逐漸由農業轉為觀光業

發展。

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三、地形及面積 
在地形方面，因位於大肚山台地上，地勢稍高，海拔

最高點 207.2 公尺，最低點 110 公尺，東西均向中央緩傾

，地質則屬臺中盆地北端之大甲溪沖積而成，為第四紀沖

積層，大部份為礫層和礫黏土層合成。大甲溪西南側坡度

陡峭，河床面積廣大，係砂磧與沖積岩所組成，轄區內東

西寬 9.01 公里，南北長 7.61 公里，全區面積計 35.0445 平

方公里。  
本區土地面積中，以圳堵里面積 3.7153 平方公里為最

大（占 10.60％），其次為溪洲里面積 3.7124 平方公里（

占 10.59％），再其次為新庄里面積 3.6862 平方公里（占

10.52％），最小則為大社里面積 0.5907 平方公里（占 1.69

四、土地改革 

實施三七五減租成果： 

為改善租佃制度，廢除原有高達百分之五十至百分之

七十之租率，達到減輕佃農之負擔，安定農村之目的，於

民國 38 年實施三七五減租。但 42 年實施耕者有其田後，

地主依法保留及免徵而存在之出租耕地僅占小部份，故佃

農逐漸減少，截至 103 年底本區訂約佃農戶數僅 116 戶，

訂約面積 34.1302 公頃。

貳、人口 
一、人口分布 

本區轄區內現有 16 個里、292 個鄰，依民國 103 年底

資料統計，設籍戶數 18,694 戶，人口數 64,956 人，男性

33,287 人（占 51.25％），女性 31,669 人（占 48.75％），

平均人口密度每平方公里 1,853.53 人，較去年（102 年）

增加 1.63 人或增加 0.09%。  

大社、社口、岸裡、神岡及豐洲等里人口較密集，屬

市街形態，其餘皆為鄉村型態。本區屬臺中都會區外圍，

對外交通尚稱方便，受到中心都市的影響，使人口維持穩

一、農業 

本區農作物種植主要以稻米為主，其他作物有荔枝、

馬鈴薯、香水百合等，而荔枝生產是除了稻米之外，較為

廣泛的農作，其果實汁甜味美，遠近馳名；另外，近年來

更致力於推動農業轉型，尤其園藝花卉的栽培與推廣運銷

，成為後來居上的新興農業，其所栽培的香水百合甚受青

睞，為傳統農業注入新的活力。

神岡區畜牧業包括了養雞、養猪、養牛；而養雞業為

本區最具規模的畜養行業。

蛋雞飼養主要在圳堵、山皮及新庄里，目前成立產銷

班共同運銷。  
103 年本區蛋雞飼養為 141.95 千隻，較上年 159.98 千

隻，減少 18.03 千隻或減少 11.27%。  
 (二 )肉雞：  

肉雞飼養主要分布在溪洲、圳堵、新庄、庄後及圳前

等里。主要運銷管道是透過飼料場及肉雞販收購，肉雞價

格波動甚劇，所以目前宜在品種改良及產銷量方面加強管

控，才能提昇市場競爭力，創造更多的收益。  
103 年本區肉雞飼養為 273.85 千隻，較上年 265.68 千

隻，增加 8.17 千隻或增加 3.08%。

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伍、工商經濟 
一、工廠登記家數 

就工商產業規模看，以製造業為主體，大部分集中在

岸裡、豐洲、社南、新庄等里。103 年底本區工廠登記家

數為 1,457 家，較上年底增加 53 家或增加 3.77%；其中以

機械設備製造業 419 家為最多（占 28.76％）；金屬製品製

造業佔居第二，登記家數有 402 家（占 27.59％）；塑膠製

品製造業佔居第三，登記家數有 107 家（占 7.34％）。近

年開發的豐洲科技園區為本區最具發展潛力的工業區，第

一期全區用地約 47 公頃，多數的土地已經售出，將為神岡

創造更多就業機會，帶動全區的經濟發展。其他商業活動

則以中山路沿線為主要據點，以消費型零售販賣、服務業

本區社區發展依據臺灣省社區發展工作十年計畫，於

民國 58 年起共成立神岡、庄前、北庄、庄後、圳前、圳堵

、新庄、山皮、社口、社南、三角、大社、豐洲、神洲、

溪洲、岸裡等十六個社區。根據內政部公佈「社區發展綱

要」將原來社區型態轉變為社區發展協會，目前本區已朝
